Bronze Plaque 

The Bronze plaque to commemorate  
the 50th anniversary of Jim Clarkôs 
death is finished. Funded by the mon-
ies raised during the Jim Clark Week-
end 2018. 

The plaque was unveiled at the Common Good Coffee 
Morning on the 9th of April 2019 to a great reception.  
The Common Good have been conducting a poll to see 
where to site the plaque. Chirnside community, Jim Clarkôs 
family and friends and the Lotus clubs plus others have 
been consulted over 3 weeks. The results of the poll are 
nearly here and just being finalised. Thank you to everyone 
who participated in the vote that will decide whether the 
plaque should be sited on the community cen-
tre wall or the Jim Clark Clock.  
There will be an official siting, fitting and un-
veiling of the plaque date-to be confirmed.
